Thousands of campus related tips have been received and
processed (bullying, drugs, weapons...)
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Students Speaking Out Stats

* 45% drugs and alcohol

* 25% weapons or violence
* 20% mental health related
* 10% other cases
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Rewards

* We pay rewards for info leading to a felony arrest or campus related actions
* The reward amount is based upon the crime or incident that occurred

* Rewards range from as low as $50 for a school related matter such as bullying
or vaping on campus all the way up to $1,000 for solving a homicide

* San Diego County Crime Stoppers must fundraise throughout the year to keep
paying these rewards
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Success Stories

* 16 guns have been confiscated from students at school
e 30 suicidal students have received mental health assistance

e SSO tips have led to arrests of students in possession of
weapons and drugs; students who have committed
vandalisms and arsons as well as prevented fights and

other crimes
